The entire Bombe was equivalent to thirty six different Enigma machine. When
the machine was turned on, each of these Linigmas would start to mimic the real
Linigmia and enerypt the obtained intercepted message, checking up to 18,000
possible positions until eventually a matched is found and finally o word i
deduced. “The machine wovld only stop working if cach of the Enigma machine
swould all agrec wpon the correet match of letters to the code.

s soan as the Knigma machin by the Germans was cracked, about 200 Turing
Bombe Decoders were created and was used twenty-four seven and seven days

Althoush eiven the nick name and sent to do numerous an undereover jobs, she
was never truly granted of her desire to become a real agent in France. She
contimued to work for SOK until the end of the war where she left service and
chose to live in ingland. She uscd the money sent to her by the Soviet Union to
build and animal shelter in Riga and managed the shelor unil 2007.

2. The Turing Bombe Decoder and the Enigma

The Bombe Decoder was designed by a British mathematician named Alan
Turing and was the geme changer during e code wars of e Second World
War. Tt was vitul to nally eracking the communications being sent out by the
German Nezis using their Enigma machine,

‘The Bombe decoder was in fuct 5o advanced and complen that it happens to be
the forerunner to our well coveted present day computers, What the machine
does is that it was able to decode intereepted messages from the Germans and
050 in rather improssively fast rete at the time.

Switeh fo the ather side, willingly nffering his services to Hitler and fight against
the Sovicts.

s deflection did not come easy for Courlander, his ini

1 recquest was denied
at first and instead he continued serving as an interpreler at his camp.

During s entire year of serving in his camp, he continued to uffiliste with bis
German captors and within a year he was granted his request by transferring
him to another prisoners of war carup closer to Berlin.

this camp located in Genshagen was considered one of the finest Gorman
prison camps during the Second World War, and it was intended to make well-
behaved prisoners feel more pampered by heing well provided with food and
ather amenities. On the entside it was this superficial show of pampering hut
undermeath it was a self serving camp intended to roeryit prisoners o defect and
serve under the Nazis instead. 1l was bere where he mel John Amery
‘mastermind of the ritish Free Corps imit and also considered ane of the worst
sl raitors during the war, Courlander was assigned he corpore] rarik of the
unit and continued showing bis support for the Nezis by transmitting
propaganda broadcasts over the radio.

s the war continued, BFC members continued to buy time before actually
fighting against the Allies and as time passed they soon realized Germany was
not iinning the war. Courlander cscaped the Nazis in 1044 and upon arriving in
Brusscls with another BFC troop, Francis Maton, surrendered to the British
Alled army.

These stories abon the Treasure Hinter
wore considered @i myths then because the station was neser found, until
recently in 2016 where excavation of the aretic s unearthed U ool of the
storics.

Tt was even ineluded in the 1953 German book thit the station was suceessful at
times in sinking and blocking the Allies’ ships but due to the barsh conditions
sshere the Treasure Hurter was located, the Nasis were forced to abandon it
only after a year sine it was used.

1t was said that it has gotten so worse that at one point its crew was poisoned
afler beiug forced o cal raw polar bear meat infested with round worms due (o
the lack af supplies. The crews had to he rescried and the hase ahanconed.
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Tuitially soldiers who fousht on horsebuek Uained va his camp, until eventually
tanks and armared military vessels were utilized. 1t was expmded during the
Seeond World War wnd e designated as Fort Ord. The end of the two world
wrs did not end operations in Fort Ord, it eontinued to serve the US military
during the Cold War against the Soviet Union zs wellas the Korean War and the
Vietnam War. 1t was only officilly closed in 1994 and now ongoing
environmenta] cleanup efforts are being undertaken to rid the area of spills
‘coming from underground petroleum tanks, acres of residential and commercial
swaste Tandfill seattcred dump sites end other possiblc environmental thrcats.

o this large historic military base is sill open o the public for tons, and an
anmual *Scercs of Fort Ord” four that fasts for about two hours s being given
Ut ineludes secess 1o of ol areas and facilitics.

Located in the beantiful coasts of California and overlooking the Pacific Occan,
Tort Ord is one of the hugest and mast extravagant military bases ever created
by the US. Tt ealures an Olympic size swimming pool, a beach, theater, buwling
alley and incineator.

“This Fort was actually st used e an astllery Geld and named as Camp Orl
during the Americen's participation in the first World War. The naume was after
the Union Army Major General ldward Ocho Cresap Ord.
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4. Sainl Nazaire Submarine Base, France

Tl Nagis bl & Jot of subinariine bases in Franee but Uhe one in Saint Nazaire
is probubly ome of the most impressive ones. Tt vas & mussive strueture but afler
being brutally bombed, only the base of the station still stands today. This
station is too massive that destroying the entire station turned avt to be such a
tumultuous and expensive ordeal, the zovernment has though of converting it
into something more useful.

Today it stands e a ealtural site that atfracts tourists. Tt even has o museum
inside, complete with a Franch submarine used in the war and the view of tho
docks.

His frait
that made him famaus during the war was also the trait that led to his defat. By
ten he was already 8 naturalized Geeman citicen ad an American cltizen,
‘William Jovee vas under trial, fonnd guilty and put to death under charges of
high treason based on his British passport

2. Ruy Nichulas Courlander

Hiler's much feared Waffen-Schutzstaffel (S5) not only included Germen
troops but acually included a unit of what was then called the British Free
Corps (BC). Indeed only a few information is kmown about this less talked
about group of corporals serving under Hiitler's regime but what litle is known
includes the fact that they used to be soldiors serving for Britain and the
Commaniealth who were eapfired during war and rather than go thraugh the
war as eaplives of (he Germans, they made 4 decision Lo offer heir services 1o
theiz once exenies instesd.

“The Driish Free Corps consisted of men who had very few doeumentation or
records about their identities, understandably in the efort to keep theic identity
as hidden a3 possible.

‘One of the leaders of the British Free Corps is Roy Nicholus Courlander, born in
1914 in London and as an illegitimate son: he was adopted and raised by
surprisingly a Jewish family. His adoptive father was a busincssman who sent
him to boarding school when he vias young until he reached 19 years old during
sohich fime: ho was asked to move ta a caconut plantaion in New Hebrides in
the South Pacific.

spesking listeners, His radio broadeasts first piloted on September 18, 1939, just
shiorlly alter the invasion of the Gernans in Poland and sterting with « liendful

broadeasts. His opening radio broadeasting would start with “Germany calling!
Germany calling!" and contimue on with his falsc reports.

1. Operation Mincemeat

Off the shoreline af Spain in 1943, a suspicious dead body of a British Royal
Marine was discavered floating with a peculiarly looking bricfease chained to his
waist. This oddity did nol escape the altention of the Germans who evenually
used their connections with Nezi-supporting militury groups in Spain to
sneakl gain aceess to the items inside the briefease. What was found inside the
briefease was a Jetter addressed to a Dritish officer in Tunisia that summarizes a
secret operation to attack Sardinia and Greece

At st gance, the Germans may have thought that they have just been dealt the
upper hand by intercepring this supposedly crucial information. Only one finy
problem, the corpse with the atacls ontlines was 2 hge hogus operation. Brifsh
spymasters bave orchestrated the deccplion by dressing up . corpse 45 a
fibricated Allied messenger numed Williun Mertin Lasked Lo deliver shamn
milifary plans, and sceretly dumping the body offthe shores of Spain n hope of
tricking the Nazis. This entire operation has been named “Operation
Mincemeat”.

Not only did the Germans believe they had the upper hand by intcreepting this
supposed plan, they vere also deceived into thinking they knew where in the
Mediterranem the attack wonld he without alerting the British. Operation
Mincemeat caused the Germans to allocate its defenscs to Greeee oy to find
out toolate that the Allies attaked Sicily and Il instead, witk such huge foree:
it was impossibe fo defea them.

2. Operation Gunnerside
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This. aperation attempt tn assassinate Hitler was carried aut by Clans von
StaufTeribery, and others inside his East Prussia Wolls Lair field leadquarters,
The operation was u collaborative effort by pumeruus geoups in the Gernan
resistance swith the intention to forcibly pull the political reins from the control
of the Nazis and to make peace with the Allies as soon as possible.

This was the German resistance’s way of showing the world that not all of
Germany was of the same mind as Liter and the Nazi Party. The plan was to
assassinate Hitler, release the German soldiers” auth of loyalty to Hitler and use
the approved Operation Valkyrie by Hitler that was supposcdly meant to he
used i Allied hanhing of German cities or a eivil uprising resulied in the
melido of the Gersnan Liw and order.

Operation Valkyric was_ meant 1o give the conspirators reins over the
govermment s they could male peace with the Allies but valy alier e
Suceessful assassination of the Nazi leader, which was plotted on July 20, 1941

There were many more failed attempts for the assassination of litler, but the
lass one that came close and eventually led to the execution of members of the
defectors and downfall of Operation Vallyric was the July 20 plot. It was said
that Stauffenberg carried the bomb in his briefease during a confercnes in
Hitler's headqarters, the Wolf Lair, Stanffenher left the briefcaso mmder the
table closcst fo Hitlor and excsed himself aut of the room to malie a phone eal:
The bomb, howeser, was unintentionally moved away fron Hiler and
premeturely detonated, killing four people in the roum, While Hitler was abso
wred, he survived the blast and the affempt to overmle the government

quiekly disinegrated, with Uhe execution of conspirators of the plot, including
Steuffenbers.
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3. Operation Fortitude South

Direeted by e Brlish, Operation Fortitude South was Taunehed to deceive
Germans into thinking the Allies would attack lend through Pas de Calais,
Trance ustead of Normands. ‘The con was strengthened by a fabricated attack
sroup called “Jirst U.S, Army Groun” and redirected the Germans into thining
the fititious army would indeed attack Frunce first. The lie was made
convincing by using inflatable tanks, wooden airplares and phony fuel depots to
triek military obscrvation pilots. To drive i the fabricated hoax, the dreaded
‘General George Patton vas given the position to lead the phantom army.

Operation Fortitude Sauth prosed too successfil that cxen when the Allics have
already inveded Normasdy, German Lroops stll eontinued o direel a ton of
their hombing rims on the Iocation of the phantom army instead of Normandy.

T sense, Operation Fortitude South bas Jid oul the perfect stege for the
suceess of the D-day invasion by convincing the Germuns that Doday was
nothing but a ploy attempt to mask an even larger offense from the south. The
confusion brought about by Operation Fortitude South eventually achieved its
premeditated effect. By the time of D-Day and the Allies have Invaded
Normandy with massive force, much of the German's troops were dirceted in
the south at Pas de Calais awaiting attack of an army that were never real to
begin with.
