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INTRODUCTION

In the 65 years since the end of World War II, veterans, collectors, and history buffs have eagerly bought, sold and traded the “spoils of war.” Actually, souvenir collecting began as soon as troops set foot on foreign soil. Soldiers from every nation involved in the greatest armed conflict mankind has known eagerly sought items which would remind them of their time in the service, validate their presence during the making of history, and potentially generate income when they returned home. Such items might also be bartered with fellow soldiers for highly prized or scarce goods. Helmets, medals, Lugers, field gear, daggers, and other pieces of war material filled parcels, which were mailed home or stuffed into the duffel bags of soldiers who gathered them.
As soon as hostilities ended in 1945, the populations of the defeated nations quickly realized that they could make money by selling souvenirs to their former enemies. This was particularly true in Germany and Japan, which hosted large contingents of occupying U.S. soldiers and troops from other Allied nations. The flow of war material increased. Values became well established. For instance, a Luger was worth several packs of cigarettes, a helmet, just one. A Japanese sword was worth two boxes of K-rations, and an Arisaka bayonet was worth a chocolate Hershey bar.

Over the years, these values have remained proportionally consistent. Today, that “two-pack” Luger might be worth $4,000 and that one-pack helmet, $1,000. The Japanese sword might fetch $1,200 and the Arisaka bayonet $85. Though values have increased dramatically, demand has not slackened. In fact, World War II collecting is the largest segment of the militaria hobby.

Ironically, the values of such items have been a closely guarded secret. Unfortunately, the hobby has relied on paying veterans and their families far less than a military relic is worth with the hope of selling later for a substantial profit. This attitude has contributed to the somewhat negative reputation of the hobby.
The advent of the Internet has significantly leveled the playing field for sellers and buyers. No longer is a person required to blindly offer a relic for sale to a collector or dealer. Simply logging onto one of several Internet auction sites will provide the uninitiated an idea of value.
However, a little information may be dangerous. The value of military items resides in variation. Whether it is a difference in manufacturing technique, material or markings, the nuances of an item will determine its true value. Do not expect 20 minutes on the Internet — or even glancing through this book — to teach these nuances. Collectors are a devoted group. They have spent years and hundreds, if not thousands, of dollars to establish the critical knowledge base that enables them to navigate through the hobby. This basic information may be used to assist in acquiring the necessary foundation of price negotiations.
WHO NEEDS THIS BOOK?
This guide was not written for the “hardened” or “veteran” collector of World War II memorabilia. Through years of study and experience in handling objects, these individuals may pick up a piece of militaria and generally recognize its value readily. No, these people will not benefit from this book. In fact, they may actually dislike this book! Why? Because World War II Collectibles is for the person who is not an ardent collector of military objects.
Using World War II Collectibles, the non-collector may be able evaluate military objects that they finds in attics, closets, flea markets, garage sales, or thrift stores. This book is also for the families of veterans who encounter a box or trunk in an attic filled with the souvenirs and remembrances of a relative's service to his or her country. Often, these family members simply want to know what their relative's “old military stuff” is worth. This book is intended to answer those questions.
The more than 1,000 images of artifacts do not begin to scratch the surface of the vast amount of relics that are available. The World War II collectibles field is vast. Thousands of titles are dedicated to a variety of subsets ranging from bayonets and hand grenades to machine guns and Nazi Party membership badges. World War II Collectibles provides a basis of identification and pricing information for thousands of items.
World War II Collectibles will make the non-collector or the novice collector a smarter consumer. It will provide the information that will protect a purchaser from making a financial mistake in buying or selling a World War II object.
WHAT IS COVERED?
World War II Collectibles lists items commonly found in antique shops, flea markets, online auctions, or long-forgotten trunks, but only those items made before the autumn of 1945 when the last of the Axis powers surrendered to the Allies. The items listed are typical of what soldiers carried or encountered on a daily basis. Some items of particular interest, possibly belonging to well-known individuals or produced on the homefront during the war years are included. However, these are intentionally few in number.
In each of the chapters, items from a variety of nations are presented. The majority of the items originated in the military formations of the U.S., Great Britain, Germany, and Japan, though the reader will find items from other nations as well.
HOW TO USE THIS BOOK
The person who will benefit the most from this book is one who probably is not a militaria collector. Many of the listings may appear to be gibberish. For example, how is the uninitiated to know the difference between a “Shirt, OD, flannel, enlisted man” and a “Shirt, forest green, wool, USMC, enlisted man?”
The nomenclature used in this book tends to emulate what a particular government or army called an item. Collector-determined names will often appear in parentheses, however. For example, most collectors use the name “Model 41 Jacket” or “Parsons Jacket” (a reference to the officer who popularized these garments) to refer to the khaki-colored poplin field jackets that U.S. Army soldiers commonly wore in combat in both the European and Pacific theaters. The Army's name for these garments, though, was “Jacket, field, OD (second pattern).” The listings in this book will combine both the “official” nomenclature as well as popular collector terminology. In the case of the field jacket, the listing may appear as “Jacket, field, OD, cotton poplin (second pattern — often referred to as a M1941 jacket).”
Even though both “official” and “collector” terminology are presented, the reader may not have a clue as to what a particular item might be. For example, how is a non-collector to know the difference between a “Jacket, field, OD, cotton poplin” and a “Jacket, field, lined, ETO?” It is hoped that this book will be used in conjunction with other valuable photo references, and more than 1,000 illustrations are included to assist the novice with object identification.
AVAILABILITY, PRICE AND REPRODUCTION ALERT
A rating chart is provided at the beginning of each chapter. Three ratings are represented: Availability, Price, and Reproduction Alert. An attempt has been to make a general rating for each category. Each ratings is represented by one to five stars with the meaning as follows:
Several pros and cons for collecting the items represented in a particular chapter are also listed. These are not provided as a definitive list of reasons to collect or not collect that group of objects, but rather, to cause the reader to learn to consider things such as liability, storage, and fraudulent representation before making a purchase.
AVAILABILITY

PRICING
Values are often presented first for items “as issued” followed by listings of soldier-used items. For example, in the uniform chapter, the reader may first see listings for uniforms without any insignia. One can think of these listings as being for the “base models.” These listings are followed by soldier-used or worn items with all of the insignia, markings, or accessories that show unique ownership, and therefore, affect current values. These latter items and prices are from listings or sales of actual objects as reported by various dealers and auction houses, thereby providing the reader with a window into “real world” values.
The reader will notice that pricing is given in U.S. dollars and British pounds. Prior to the Internet dominating the hobby, there was often a huge discrepancy in prices paid for similar objects in the U.S. and abroad. However, in the last few years, prices have stabilized throughout the world. A U.S. Class A Jacket will have approximately the same value whether it is encountered in the U.S., England, Germany or Japan.
Demand, though, does vary from nation to nation. U.S. and German material is in high demand in England, throughout Europe and Japan. However, Canadian gear is in higher demand in Canada than it is in the U.S. or Germany. The laws of supply and demand do apply in this hobby as well. Keep this in mind if attempting to buy or sell a British Battle Dress Jacket in Texas or trying to sell a Polish order in Hawaii. Highest prices will be realized in the nation of origin or that of a direct wartime opponent.
WHERE TO DO BUSINESS?
Whether an individual is hoping to sell military items or to buy, chances are there is a military collector living in close proximity. Check your local classifieds. Advanced collectors will often run “Military Items Wanted” ads in local newspapers and classified ad Web sites. Even those hoping to buy items may call these people and initiate a conversation that will lead to subsequent deals.
Militaria shows take place throughout the U.S., Europe, and Japan. Ranging from just a dozen dealers to more than 2,000, these shows are still the best source of fresh material for the devoted collector. Military Trader is a monthly magazine published in the U.S. that contains a worldwide listing of military shows. Check the calendar of events online at www.militarytrader.com.
Before buying or selling any object, the reader should remember that they are the person who needs to be happy with the final transaction. An individual can only sell an object once, so be sure that you are ready to sell and are happy with the price being paid. Be realistic. Do not dig a uniform out of the attic, take it to the local military dealer and expect to get top dollar. The dealer isn't buying it for his or her own collection, but rather, to sell to a collector. Therefore, to make a profit, they will generally sell it for about twice what they are willing to pay. On the other hand, be aware of the basic values of items before visiting the dealer. Do not ask them to price the item for you. That will be uncomfortable for all parties concerned! Likewise, do not waste a dealer's time by “shopping an item around.” A dealer does not want to make an offer on an item only for you to take that offer somewhere else to leverage a few more dollars out of another dealer.
Finally, keep in mind that all of these relics represent the sacrifices of millions of men and women who fought for what they believed was a better way of life. As this generation passes on, these relics will be the only tangible links to the horror, pain, honor, and glory that engulfed our world from 1939–1945.

 





CHAPTER 1: UNIFORMS AND FOOTWEAR
 
The image of the soldier of World War II, whether Allied or Axis, is perhaps captured more fully in no other way than in the uniform he or she wore during their service experience. While the uniform is quite probably the most personal item a soldier possessed, it also became a difficult souvenir for one to bring home. The bulk of field and dress uniforms often took up a considerable amount of space in comparison to various other items such as medals, documents, flatware, or a photograph. Further, the uniform of an enemy soldier, his headcover, tunic, and trousers were so often considered too personal to stuff into a rucksack.
For many soldiers, particularly those of the defeated Axis, the uniform was the principal item, or the only possession, they were allowed to keep when they returned to civilian life. The heavy clothing was often prized for use in everyday situations, even in earning a living through manual labor. Surplus and used clothing stores purchased uniforms in large numbers, reselling them as work clothes or possibly to the occasional collector. As a personal item, the uniform was very often the most tangible reminder of a soldier's service in World War II and an obvious connection to the war for the collector.
Today's collectors find uniforms compelling and extremely desirable. They may wish to consider the challenges of storage, display, and price range as they begin collecting uniforms or add to an existing collection. The focus may include assembling the full dress of a German soldier, purchasing an M36 combat tunic and following that with additional pieces, eventually displaying them on a mannequin in order to gain an appreciation for the look of a soldier on garrison duty or in the field.
UNIFORMS: DRESS OR FATIGUE?
Divided into two major categories, dress and fatigue, the uniforms of World War II tend to be much more elaborate when fashioned for official functions. The dress uniform included rank and unit insignia and often, formal awards, while the fatigues were put to the test in the field with such personnel as mechanics, cooks, support troops, and combat soldiers.
Dress uniforms were often worn home from overseas, placed in a closet, and seldom seen in subsequent years. However, as the soldiers of World War II pass away and estates are sold at auction, dispersed to family members, or boxed up and given away, dress uniforms remain in great supply. One of the most significant factors in determining the value of a dress uniform is the insignia, which it bears. Values of a few dollars to hundreds of dollars may be determined by the adornments of a British Service Dress uniform, the Class A jacket of a U.S. Army Air Corps officer, or the Waffenrock of a German soldier. Research is a prerequisite to determining which insignia, patches, and medals are the most desirable and enhance the value of a uniform to the highest degree.
In contrast, the value of a fatigue uniform is primarily determined by its function. The combat clothing of a common soldier, such as a U.S. issue rain jacket, does not elicit the high level of interest of an SS soldier's camouflage smock. In addition, the U.S. first pattern winter parka may be more “scarce” than the U.S. pattern 1941 field jacket since fewer were made; however, the latter remains the more desirable, and therefore more valuable, item. The reason is readily apparent. The field jacket is representative of the GI in combat. The field jacket was part and parcel with nearly every American soldier in harm's way. Therefore, the items worn by soldiers in combat will generally command a higher price than others.
DON'T TEAR OFF THE TAG
The tag, very often, tells the tale. The importance of retaining the tags cannot be stressed enough. Collectors, particularly those interested in U.S. uniforms, will pay a premium for uniforms with full, legible tags. These often provide a wealth of information, including the contract under which the article of clothing was made, the date of the contract, its official nomenclature, and the size. Routinely, some garment owners purchased tags privately and had them sewn into a tunic or other article of clothing. Today, such evidence of ownership adds to the provenance of an item.
Sometimes soldiers simply wrote their names or other identifying information inside their uniforms, including serial number or address. While these may provide clues to the ownership of a garment, they may, in some cases, augment the value. Do not attempt to remove any of these markings. Such alterations are very likely to detract from values.
SHOES AND BOOTS

Footwear follows the same general value structure of uniforms. That is, dress shoes and boots are less valuable than their combatintended counterparts. One of the most recognizable icons is the hobnailed German “jack boot.” Because of their popularity with combat troops, jackboots have become the quintessential footwear to display with German uniforms even though ankle-high shoes were just as prevalently issued to soldiers in the field. American “rough-out” service shoes, though issued in numbers equivalent to chrome-tanned “smooth” service shoes, conjure images of soldiers slogging it out in North Africa or Italy. That image has led to the lesser quality, roughout shoes commanding a higher price today.
SIZE DOES MATTER
The collector and the re-enactor diverge in their paths toward obtaining the uniforms they desire. The collector views, handles, and appreciates uniforms from the standpoint of conservation and the perspective of a museum curator, truly valuing the item as a piece of history. Collectors take care to handle uniforms properly, will pay a higher price for a piece with provenance, and will readily gravitate toward high quality items.
For re-enactors, however, quite often one of the highest priorities is simply the fit. In fact, insignia or patches are of little concern to them, original or otherwise. Since the uniform is going to be worn in the pursuit of a hobby, the re-enactor will customize the garment to meet their own specifications with regard to insignia, patches, or medals. The presence of original insignia simply raises the price a re-enactor must pay for a piece. The re-enactor is likely to pay a higher price for a larger size garment. As John F. Graf pointed out in the first edition of this guide, Most re-enactors will pass up a mint condition, size 34 paratrooper's jacket and quickly purchase a size 46 Class A jacket without insignia.
ARE UNIFORMS FOR YOU?
Assembling a rewarding collection of uniforms may be accomplished with moderate investment. Items in this area of militaria collecting are readily available through estate sales, in antique shops, and from attics and old trunks. However, the collecting of uniforms does have its challenges. Uniforms are bulky, require a great deal of storage space, and may quickly outgrow the ability of the collector to store their collection at home or within a reasonable distance. Soon enough, a single closet may be filled. Concerns about preservation are paramount as well, particularly protection against moths. Another aspect of uniform collecting is the realization that the addition of another tunic, coat, or pair of trousers is the logical progression.
Many collectors derive a great deal of pleasure by displaying their collections. In the case of uniforms, mannequins are a popular choice for full uniforms, coats, or jackets of particular interest. However, the purchase and setup of just a couple of mannequins devours space quickly. A “flat display,” or hanging the uniforms on walls, is an alternative; however, wall space also evaporates quickly, and many collectors become resigned to the fact that they will have to store all or parts of their collections out of sight.
Of course, as with any aspect of militaria collecting, there are fakes out there. Should you decide that collecting uniforms is the right focus for you, understand that it takes only a few minutes to replace average shoulder patches or collar tabs with those of a more desirable unit. While fakes largely tend to be of the more expensive uniforms such as SS troops, panzer troops, or paratroopers, remember that many uniforms consist of original period components, which were assembled after the war.
Re-enacting has been a growing hobby for more than 40 years, and even those uniforms originally intended for re-enactors, purchased through Army surplus, and acquired specifically for that hobby may begin to show convincing signs of wear if worn in the field. During years of normal re-enacting wear and tear, a uniform may take on a convincing look or patina of dirt, grime, and general use. Do your homework. A number of excellent books on uniforms are available. Familiarizing yourself with appropriate period construction techniques, fabrics, and styles before making the first purchase will pay huge dividends.
THE JACKET'S VALUE IS IN THE DETAIL
Do dealer and auction prices seem high? A comparison of the listings in this book to those found on a dealer list or Internet sales and auction site may be confusing.
Why? Well, often enough the answer lies in the insignia. Production runs of most uniform components during World War II typically numbered in the hundreds of thousands; therefore, the actual uniform piece in itself does not determine the price for a specific component. The insignia drive the value. Compare the typical price of a U.S. Army Ike jacket at about $21/£13 to an identical Ike jacket belonging to a paratrooper with its original divisional patch, campaign and citation ribbons, paratrooper wings, special unit awards, rank chevrons, and service stripes at $248/£150 or even higher, depending on the presence of provenance such as the name of the original owner.
Constructing the value of a uniform jacket or tunic may best be accomplished by first coming to a reasonable conclusion of the value of the basic garment without insignia. From there, evaluate the insignia on the collars, shoulders, and sleeves and determine the value added by these. Record any tradition, recollections, or knowledge of the original owner and note any markings, which may establish where the original owner actually was when he or she wore the item. The more combat a soldier saw, the higher the value of the uniform.

CHAPTER 2: HEADGEAR
 
One of the most popular, focused areas of World War II collectibles is that of headgear. Whether German helmets, fatigue “boonie” hats, or dress visor caps, nothing seems to connect with collectors more than a soldier's head covering.
Headgear collectors can be divided into three groups: helmet collectors, visor cap collectors, and a mixture of the two. The first group, helmet collectors, comprises the majority of headgear enthusiasts.
HELMETS
One of the most sought-after souvenirs between British Tommies and American GI, after German Luger pistols, was the German helmet. Images of jackboots and the steel-curtained helmets of German soldiers permeated newsreels, magazines, and newspapers beginning in 1934. Prior to World War II, boys, who would later serve as the soldiers in the next global conflict, played with the helmets their fathers, brothers, and uncles brought home as souvenirs of the Great War. Given the easily recognizable coal-scuttle shape, it was no wonder that soldiers in World War II clamored to bring home the Teutonic helmets.
Only during the last few years, however, have helmets of other participant nations gained popularity. The steadily increasing prices of German helmets have directed many collectors to consider the headgear of Allied and Axis nations. Helmets of Japan, Bulgaria, and eastern European nations have all gained value in recent years.
Though German helmet prices have steadily increased since World War II, the prices of U.S. helmets have seen a meteoric rise. Surplus stocks of American M1 helmets kept prices low for years following the end of World War II. As collectors sifted through the piles of surplus helmets to find the rare examples with some sort of camouflage or painted insignia, however, hobbyists began to take notice of GI helmets.
The key to the value of any helmet is twofold: relative rarity and markings. An unmarked Model 36 Soviet helmet is rare because so few survived the war, having often been replaced by the Model 39 and Model 40. On the other hand, an American M1 helmet with a chinstrap on non-swiveling loops is relatively common. Complete with liner, such a helmet will sell for $100–$175 (in 1999, it was not uncommon to find one for $20). However, the same helmet with the small, painted insignia of the 2nd Infantry Division will increase value to $800–$1,000. Why? Because very few U.S. helmets boasted any sort of insignia, and those featuring such marks usually received a layer of paint when they were reissued during or after the war.
This phenomenon is not limited to U.S. helmets. It did not take long for collectors to realize that the value of a German helmet was not in the “shell” but rather the markings on the shell. A simple M40 steel helmet with liner and no decals or other insignia will sell for around $185–$285. But, if that same helmet has a single army decal, add $300 to the price. If it has a single SS decal, add about $1,500. Same shell, three different configurations resulting in three widely varying prices.
Values based on markings, however, have led to a serious pitfall within the hobby. No single item can be used to determine authenticity except the helmet itself. Unscrupulous dealers cannot resist the temptation to “upgrade” a German helmet or paint something on an American shell. If you are fortunate enough to obtain a helmet with a trusted provenance, you will have a hard time convincing others of its validity. Similarly, if you want to buy a special helmet, you should buy only from a source that you trust and who offers a return policy should you later learn that the helmet is a fake.
VISOR CAPS
When a military collector or dealer describes themselves as a “visor cap collector,” it usually means they collect Third Reich headgear. The term, however, can apply to the headgear worn by a variety of nationalities, but — within the hobby — refers to a peaked cap worn by German military and paramilitary personnel.
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Collectors of German visors approach their hobby with the same intensity as dagger collectors, studying and specializing in the nuances of maker marks, celluloid plakets, lining material, and fabric samples. Collectors talk among themselves with a level of jargon that seems to purposefully exclude the non-headgear collector. Do not, however, let that intimidate you. Seasoned collectors have simply specialized techniques used to navigate a section of the hobby that is fraught with fakes.
In terms of availability, caps from the principal combatant nations are quite plentiful. Why? In simplest terms, visor caps were a part of dress uniforms, meaning they survived the war in the closets and trunks of veterans.
Visor caps celebrate a soldier's military nature. Wearing one announced to others: “Here is a warrior. He walkserect and is smart in his bearing, decisions and prowess.” These caps typically display some sort of national insignia and often convey — through colored piping or special insignia — the wearer's branch of service. These are the details of visors a collector loves — the variety of material and enough clues to piece together some sort of understanding about the soldier who wore it. For example, a gray wool cap with a dark green band with a cockade in a wreath on the front, an eagle with a swastika in its talons above the wreath, and white piping around the crown tells the collector that this cap was intended for a German infantry soldier. Without knowing the soldier's name, the collector knows something about him. The collector, through the cap, is able to bond with history.
Now, because every branch of service in the German military had its own unique color and insignia combinations this creates another lure for a collector — variety. The visor caps of Germany are seemingly endless, so a collector can devote his or her entire career to this one form.
Visor caps of other nationalities, however, have not been as quick to rise in value as German caps. American visor caps have remained stagnant for many years though several attempts have been made to divide two basic cap forms (enlisted man's and officer's) into many groups. Other than the national seal on the front of either form, differences are limited to manufacturer, body color — basically, olive drab or khaki — and shape, the most desirable being the romantic “crusher” cap often associated with flight crews or other personnel who wore headphones over their caps. It does not take long for the collector to become bored and expand into different areas of interest.
Whatever the cap, condition plays a big role in its relative value. You might pull a Japanese Type 45 visor cap out of grandpa's war trunk, but if it is mothed, crushed and smelly you will have a hard time selling it to a collector. Likewise, if you are going to try to sell a U.S. enlisted man's visor condition is about the only thing that will set it apart from the thousands of other examples on the market.
UTILITY HEADGEAR
“Utility” is a catchall word to describe fatigue caps and hats, winter hoods, or other non-dress coverings. Not many collectors specialize specifically in utility headgear, but rather obtain examples as parts of larger groupings. Utility headgear, by its very nature, generally does not display a variety of insignia, so collecting it usually is based on types of headgear — a single piece sufficing the need to fill a “hole” in a collection. Therefore, the demand for utility headgear is not as high as it is for helmets or visor caps.
Values for utility headgear tend to be determined by function. An American GI's herringbone twill fatigue cap is going to run about $35–$55 because so many were made, quite a few survived, and the demand is low. A ski trooper's mountain cap, on the other hand, will run $285–$350 because few were made and intended for a small group of elite soldiers and were not available to masses of U.S. soldiers.
SIZE — MORE THAN A NUMBER
When it comes to headgear (and uniforms, for that matter), size matters. If you have two German helmets with the same markings but one is a size 56 and the other a 64, the latter is going to command about a 30 percent higher price. How could size possibly matter if the insignia on the helmet is the primary price influencer? It is a fact of which the hobby should not be proud. Size influencing price means only one thing. People intend to put these on their heads. The bigger the size, the higher the price.
THE AESTHETIC VALUE OF CAMOUFLAGE
Evaluating the value of camouflaged helmets can be very difficult. Because most camouflage was applied to helmets in the field and not at the factory, no two camouflaged helmets are alike. Therefore, one has to develop the sense of an art critic to be able to recognize a pleasing, desirable and expensive camouflage job as opposed to a more pedestrian paint job. Whereas a mud splattered M1 German M35 helmet is probably a good representation of camouflage helmets of the Eastern Front, a four colored, spray-painted example has a lot more eye appeal and will command a higher price.
Camouflaged helmets must be carefully considered. It is just as easy to splatter paint on a helmet today as it was in 1944. The lure of high profit has pried open many paint cans in the last 20 years. Know your source before you hand over the cash for any camouflaged helmet. A good rule to follow is simply, “It is fake until the dealer can convince me that it is not.”
COLLECTING HINTS
Pros:
 
	Headgear is extremely personal. The collector can determine some of a soldier's history from a single piece.


 
	Supply is plentiful. It is easy for a collector to find a level that is both affordable and enjoyable.


 
	Display is not difficult. A few shelves and hat stands will allow a collector to adequately and safely exhibit their items.


 
	Items are small enough that shipping is not a big issue, enabling a collector to buy from any source in the world.



Cons:
 
	In the arena of helmets, fakes abound. If a helmet displays any sort of decal or painted insignia, it is best to approach it with suspicion.


 
	Helmets are prone to changes in humidity. Rust is the biggest threat to a helmet collection.


 
	It is easy to get carried away and acquire more than one can enjoy or even afford. Supply is high, so a collector needs to exercise discipline and purchase wisely rather than wildly.


 
	If you decide to collect either helmets or visor caps, rare examples are going to run into the thousands of dollars.

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CHAPTER 3: ACCOUTERMENTS
 
Following the end of World War II, many of the trappings of the ordinary soldier were sold as surplus materials and were used in the pursuit of hobbies or civilian work. Some of these are still in use today, while re-enacting has gained a new popularity worldwide. Although the demand for the common accouterments of the soldier has caused prices to rise through the years and given support to an active reproduction market, many examples of original equipment are available at affordable prices. Yet, assembling the entire kit of a World War II soldier, male or female, may be a challenging and somewhat expensive task.
The most sought after and difficult to find accouterments are those, which were used by elite troops, such as paratroopers, commandos, and SS soldiers. Some caution should be exercised particularly when purchasing items identified as belonging to elite troops, as well as rare items, such as gas detection brassards or special paratrooper first-aid pouches.
The allure of collecting accouterments stems primarily from the connection to the soldiers themselves. These were, after all, the tools of the soldier's trade — the very trappings that he or she wore on campaign, in battle, on the drill field, and finally, the souvenirs to remind the veteran of their time in combat. Remember, however, that all accouterments have not survived the decades at the same rate, and some are scarce. Leather and metal items are prone to flaking, deterioration, or rust and must be handled with special care.
Many soldiers returning home from their military duties were allowed to keep some or all of their field gear, and the occasional pair of wire cutters, pouch or haversack, government issue shovel, or web belt routinely turns up in an attic chest or may be purchased at the local flea market or estate sale. Due to the abundance of material available, some collectors opt to concentrate on one type of accouterment, possibly attempting to gather all variations of a certain maker's mark. Others, however, may concentrate on assembling the entire complement of items typically carried by a certain soldier of a certain nation. In either case, the connection to the common individual in the service of his or her country is readily apparent. The accouterment collector benefits from the availability of items, which survived World War II and may engage in the satisfying hobby for years to come.
COLLECTING HINTS
Pros:
• Fakes of common items are not as prevalent as in other collectibles.
• Due to the volume of equipment produced, there are numerous manufacturers and a wide variety of most accouterments.
• Accouterments, by their very nature, have a personal feel. By collecting the complete trappings of a soldier, a collector can develop a keen sense of a typical World War II soldier's burden.
Cons:
• Leather and metal accouterments can be hard to store properly. Leather requires special treatment and is prone to flaking and dryness. Ideally, it is stored in a slightly humid environment. Metal items, especially tin-dipped iron such as canteens, are prone to rust and must be kept dry.
• Different types of accouterments survived at disproportionate rates. For example, U.S. cartridge belts have survived by the hundreds of thousands, but very few U.S. paratrooper first aid pouches have survived. Therefore, assembling a complete soldier's kit is costly, especially if one is depicting an elite soldier such as a paratrooper or British Commando.
• Because the bulk of accouterments have entered the market through surplus channels, very few items have a known provenance. This can give accouterments a bland feel since they do not have the same sort of associated war stories as a soldier's uniform with all of his medals displayed.

CHAPTER 4: MEDALS
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The collecting of medals remains, quite probably, the most popular segment of militaria. Three factors have influenced medal collecting from the beginning and remain the primary reasons for medal devotees to continue being committed to their passion. Medals are given for valor, bravery, and merit. They are small and take up relatively little space. Their appeal seems partially due to their luster and the aura of monetary value. Perhaps this is due to their similarity to coinage or possible precious metal content.
Every country involved in World War II awarded medals to its fighting personnel, and many awarded them to the soldiers of other nations as well. Medals are common, given to soldiers as tangible mementoes of their service. They came home with veterans, both the victorious and the defeated, worn on their uniforms or stuffed into their gear. Others have been passed down through families for three or four generations since the end of the war and have begun to surface at estate sales, flea markets, and just about anywhere reminders of the war may be found.
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Medals have, for the most part, held their values. Prices have steadily increased through the years as collectors have snapped up these highly prized collectibles. Obtaining medals of the Third Reich has become a greater challenge, while the popularity of medals from the Great Patriotic War, worn on the tunics of Soviet service personnel, has surged upward. Both the scarce and the relatively common medals of World War II have consistently held their value or appreciated in recent years. Few have lost any of their value.
One pronounced pitfall in medal collecting relates to the abundance of copies, restrikes, replicas, and otherwise altered or counterfeit items. Unscrupulous dealers have surfaced from time to time and taken advantage of the unwary purchaser. After all, very little creativity or effort is required to change a ribbon, add or grind a hallmark away, clean, or otherwise embellish a medal.
Even as World War II was underway, reproductions were emerging. Therefore, a word to the wise…read books on the topic of medal collecting. Study examples in a reputable collection. Learn the subtleties of the pastime.
BADGE, MEDAL, ORDER OR DECORATION: WHICH IS THE CORRECT TERM?
For the general collector of militaria, these terms are used almost interchangeably. The banter at any military show in the United States or Great Britain abounds with them, seldom in relation to specific awards. Professional dealers and diehard collectors are keenly aware of the difference between a badge, medal, order, or decoration, and learning the correct terminology will provide the purchaser with an edge in discussions with a dealer. Quite literally, the dealer's perception of the buyer can relate to real differences in pricing. Those less knowledgeable or skilled may indeed pay a higher price for the item being discussed.

The most common term the collector refers to or may hear from others is “medal.” The proper definition of the word “medal” is any award, which hangs from a ribbon. A medal generally is not enameled, which is often a characteristic of an order. Medals are commemorative of a variety of events, such as good conduct, campaigns, long good conduct, campaigns, long service, commemorations, or important historical dates such as the independence of a nation or the ascension of a monarch to the throne. When commonly referring to the entire genre of medals, badges, orders, and decorations, using the word “medal” is often the most correct option. In most cases, an experienced collector or dealer will not consider it an error if someone refers to the Medal of Honor as a medal, although it is more correctly a decoration. However, in contrast, referring to an item, which is obviously a medal with the incorrect designation, could elicit a long pause or correction from another individual. In situations where there is any doubt, referring to medals, decorations, orders, and badges as medals is the best course of action. For the purposes of this price guide, the term “medal” is used interchangeably with “order” and “decoration.”
An order may date back centuries, even to the days of knighthood. Orders are usually associated with religious institutions or the nobility. Modern orders are generally conferred upon citizens for performing an act of service either during war or peace. However, some medal groupings involving military service do contain one or more orders.
A decoration is a more general term, referring to an award, which is not connected to an order. More specifically, a decoration is presented to a soldier for an act of heroism or distinction under fire or against an enemy in a combat situation. Such decorations would include the U.S. Silver Star, German Iron Cross, I Class, or the United Kingdom's Victoria Cross.
One lesser-known term involving medals is “collar.” While the term does surface from time to time, it refers to the highest class of some orders and may also denote the chain from which an order is suspended.
Badges signify a soldier's proficiency or having received a “passing grade” in a particular skill and are not covered in this chapter. Badges may be awarded for marksmanship or perhaps the completion of pilot or parachute training. Medal collectors, however, use the word “badge” to describe an order, which hangs from a ribbon. Confusing enough? Those who concentrate solely on medals, though, will not often find themselves interacting with general militaria collectors or dealers on a regular basis. Therefore, in this book, the term “badge” will usually denote a medal which is most often pinned directly to the holder's uniform without a ribbon.
NAMED, NAMED, NAMED
What's in a name? When it comes to collecting militaria — plenty! If the three most important elements in the value of a piece of real estate are location, location, location, then the name of the individual who owned, received, or used an item is equally important in militaria collecting. Further, this is true more so in medal collecting than any other facet of the endeavor.
Consistently, the highest prices are paid for those medals, which are directly and conclusively linked to the soldiers who originally received them. In many cases, medals were inscribed with serial numbers or the names of recipients, allowing the collector to validate or discover the story behind the award. For many collectors, learning the role the soldier played, his contribution, and the chain of events, which led to the medal being awarded, adds to the pleasure of owning the item. Collectors will pay top prices for the opportunity to do the detective work themselves as well.
Another level of “value added” pricing relates to medals that are accompanied by their original citation or other document linking the award itself to the recipient. However, such a link may at times be more difficult to establish. One excellent example of such difficulty deals with the approximately 7,500 awards of the Knight's Cross of the Iron Cross during World War II. None of the medals themselves were engraved with the name of the recipient or any other identifying mark, which could potentially tie it to an individual. Therefore, proving that a specific Knight's Cross belonged to a certain soldier is truly a daunting task. Obviously, when the original document which names the recipient is present with the Knight's Cross, the value increases by hundreds, possibly thousands of dollars. Otherwise, a dealer's only options for determining a value are the condition of the piece and the maker's mark.
Still, in the case of the Knight's Cross, there is virtually no certainty that a particular award document relates to the specific medal. The purchaser must rely on instinct and the trustworthiness of the dealer. Maintain complete awareness in such a case that an assembled combination of medal and document should not command the same price as two such items, which are original to one another and have been since World War II.
COPIES, RESTRIKES, REPRODUCTIONS AND FAKES
Thousands of examples of the Iron Cross II Class were produced during World War II, and these were distributed in great numbers. While it would seem logical that few reproductions of such a common medal would exist, the fact is that common sense and logic do not always apply in medal collecting. Some recipients of the Iron Cross desired a more personal or embellished medal than the one they received initially and visited a jeweler or other business establishment to purchase a finer example of the medal, possibly one made with real silver. Although these medals may be of higher quality than the one awarded by the military and were purchased by the recipients and often worn during the war, they are best referred to as copies.
With a souvenir hungry market during the early postwar years, the existing tooling and stamping equipment, which had produced the Iron Cross during World War II was pressed into service to satisfy demand. Made from original dies, these postwar Iron Crosses are best described as restrikes.
While even greater demand could not be satisfied by originals, copies, and re-strikes, enterprising factory owners decided to fabricate reproductions from new tooling or molds to produce castings, the products of which were finished to mimic the real thing as much as possible. These reproductions did fill a niche with the buying public.
As ever, there are those who are involved in the selling of medals purely to make money. These individuals actually break the law by producing cheap fakes, presenting them as originals, and taking advantage of the purchaser. Regardless of whether the medal in question is an original, copy, re-strike, or reproduction, the altered or misrepresented item remains a fake. Spurious medals are being sold every day. Proceed with caution!
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COLLECTING HINTS
Pros:
 
	Medals are extremely personal. The collector can determine some of a soldier's history from a single piece.

	Items are small enough that shipping is not a big issue, enabling a collector to buy from any source in the world.



Cons:
 
	A number of medals — especially those of the Third Reich — have been reproduced.


 
	Many medals contain metals that react to the environment and may require specialized storage and handling.


 
	It is easy to get carried away and acquire more than one can enjoy or even afford. Supply is high, so a collector needs to exercise discipline and purchase wisely rather than wildly.


 
	Advanced collections will cost thousands of dollars.


 
	It is easy to fake name and/or serial number engraving on a medal, so identified groupings must be regarded with a degree of skepticism.

CHAPTER 5: FIREARMS

For many soldiers, an enemy firearm captured on the battlefield constituted the perfect trophy of a wartime experience. Soldiers coming home from World War II sometimes found weapons and were able to return with them or managed to keep a favorite, which they had personally carried. However, while occasional presentation pieces or rare finds such as a sniper's weapon might have come home, the vast majority of firearms which are sought by collectors today entered the market through surplus sources.
The postwar military structure and establishment could not absorb the millions of rifles, handguns, and submachine guns that were manufactured during the war and collected following the end of the conflict. Additionally, some types had become obsolete during the rapid advance of technology and design, which occurred during World War II. Therefore, great numbers of weapons were released to the civilian secondary market.
As with other areas of World War II collecting, planning is a must when it comes to long arms. Depending on individual goals and focus, a collector may consider whether to collect representative weapons from both Allied and Axis nations. In such cases, the M1 Garand, British SMLE, German 98k or Japanese Arisaka Type 99 should be considered basic. However, collecting the rifles placed in service by a specific nation, such as the United States, might shorten the collector's list to about a dozen classic pieces, some of which could cost several thousand dollars. This approach offers a focused variety and allows the collector to develop a feel for the arms of one nation.
Collecting long arms can be addictive. Proceed with caution! Perhaps you will begin with an Inland M1 Carbine. Soon enough, you might think: “Hmm, it might be fun to collect one example from each of the M1 carbine manufacturers.” Several thousand dollars later, your habit may have blossomed to the point that you think: “Now that I have those, I need to have a representative M1 rifle.” Before you know it, you have branched out to fully automatic machine guns, and you are mortgaging your house to buy an M2 Browning!
A collector must accept his or her limitations. Firearms exist in such abundance that it is virtually impossible to collect them all. The process of forming a meaningful, valuable collection includes choices.
KNOW THE LAW
It is no secret that national and local laws govern the private ownership of firearms — and ignorance is not a defense. Laws may vary from state to state within the United States. In some locales in the United States and Europe it is illegal to own a firearm that is capable of firing. For these collectors and others who may not want the liability of owning live weapons, a market of “demilitarized” weapons has emerged. Although usually built with original parts, these weapons are totally non-firing and cannot be made to fire. Their values are proportional to their live-firing counterparts.
COLLECTING HINTS
Pros:
 
	Firearms are great visual aids for learning or teaching about World War II. A soldier's survival came down to the weapon he carried. Collecting weapons places your hands on the very tools that made history.

HOW MUCH FOR THAT TANK?

CHAPTER 6: BAYONETS, KNIVES, DAGGERS & SWORDS
 
Blade related wounds were few during World War II as the advent of long-range weapons minimized hand-to-hand combat. However, when such events did occur, it was the soldier's bayonet, boot knife, or dagger, which could well mean the difference between life or death. The collector may imagine such a personal combat experience, and there lies the allure of the blade.
Blades of one variety or another do hold a fascination for many World War II collectors, whether combat and working blades or presentation and ceremonial knives, swords or daggers. The idea of the soldier marching into battle with a bayonet fixed to his rifle is a difficult notion to dislodge from the spirited collector's mind.
Edged weapons are at the top of the list for many collectors, some focusing entirely on blades. The innate quality of World War II edged weapons runs the spectrum of relatively cheap and inferior to the finest in craft smanship. Research, an awareness of the individual's budget, and the relative availability of bayonets, knives, daggers and swords will dictate, to a great extent, the collector's pursuit.
Bayonets are rarely reproduced, in good supply, and provide a great variety for the collector. They present an opportunity to assemble a diverse and meaningful collection with a reasonable outlay of cash.
Knives, daggers and swords, however, are somewhat more challenging. As personal sidearms and possessions soldiers often personalized these. Field alterations may increase or decrease the value of an individual piece, while in many cases the practice also assists in establishing provenance. The collecting of knives can also be quite subjective in terms of value when expanding from specific issue pieces such as the famous Ka-Bar.
For the collector, the use of the word dagger generally refers to a personal, ceremonial piece from the Third Reich. One of the most thoroughly researched areas of World War II collecting, daggers, as well as swords, of the Third Reich may be evaluated with the assistance of a number of good books. Research is essential, and even slight differences in makers' marks can have a pronounced effect on value.
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Japanese swords, often collectively labeled as samurai swords, present challenges all their own. Authentic pieces were often handed down through generations and fetch a premium. However, reproductions are plentiful. Careful study is a prerequisite before buying.
The terms “sword” and “saber” have often been used interchangeably. However, these are very different weapons. A sword is a long, straight-bladed weapon primarily used to denote rank or status. A saber is a weapon with a curved blade enabling the user to strike a blow. Sabers were usually intended for mounted personnel.

COLLECTING HINTS
Pros:
 
	Swords, knives, bayonets and daggers are impressive. More so than other relics, a blade will capture the attention of young, old, male, and female. There is a lot of “wow” factor for the dollar when you own and display a sword, dagger or knife.


 
	Swords, knives, bayonets and daggers are relatively stable. As long as you don't handle the blades and you store the relics in a low humidity environment, deterioration will be minimal.


 
	Research has been intense in this area. Good references are available to assist a collector in determining origin, use, and scarcity.


 
	Due to the materials involved, bayonets, knives, daggers and swords are plentiful.



Cons:
 
	Because iron is the primary material, these items are prone to rust if not stored in a very dry environment.


 
	Japanese samurai swords and German daggers sell for very large sums. The high values have lured some into creating swords and daggers by assembling pieces or by outright manufacturing forgeries.


 
	This is an area of the hobby where repairs and replacement of missing parts seem to be an accepted norm. It can be difficult to ascertain if the grip on a sword or all of the parts of it were always there, or if they had been expertly replaced in the last 20 years. This sort of alteration does not seem to be regarded as inappropriate within the hobby, so it is up to the collector to know exactly what they are examining.

CHAPTER 7: PERSONAL ITEMS
 
One popular misconception concerning the collecting of personal items of World War II soldiers is that they are available in great supply and, compared to other areas of collecting, may be purchased rather inexpensively. Such an assumption is only partially true.
While many personal items, such as toothpaste, razor blades, cigarettes, and more, were available and widely distributed to troops during World War II, there is rarely any complete assurance that the item being considered was actually carried by a soldier in his knapsack. Even though items can often be dated to the period from 1939-1945, documentation may be scarce. Thus, items may sometimes be placed in the category of World War II collectibles via wishful thinking. Selling personal items, also known as “smalls,” is often quite profitable, and simple utilitarian items can be found at flea markets or antique shops for only a few dollars. With a bit of embellishment and some clever writing, a simple item from the mid-20th century can quickly become a soldier's item. Collectors want to believe that an item is genuine to a soldier of World War II, and soon enough may buy into the romantic yarn being spun by a dealer.

Personal toiletry items, vintage canned goods, sweetheart jewelry, and toothpaste in vintage containers are currently being imported and sold as World War II items. Therefore, it cannot be emphasized enough: Buyer beware! Those who are collecting items from the period or which are emblazoned with eye-catching graphics will find the selection plentiful. However, those who seek personal items with provenance connecting them to a soldier of World War II may expect to pay premium prices. Obviously, those items carried by soldiers are more difficult to find for two simple reasons. They were used, and they were in many cases disposable and consumable. These items were, by their very intent, expendable. Survival after 65 years was not the goal when these items were manufactured.
Patience and study provide the best defense against the purchase of pieces which have been wishfully ordained but which are lacking documentation as World War II personal items. Serious collectors of these should limit their purchases to items with strong provenance or documented personal use and deal with known entities in the process.
While examining the items presented in this chapter, the reader will notice that those associated with a World War II soldier command higher prices. Other items are lower tier collectibles and are priced as such. Another caution: resist the temptation to say: “A soldier could have used it.” Study books and magazines and visit museums to develop a sense of construction and the use of items from the World War II period.
Although personal items may seem at first to be the easiest area in which to begin collecting, it is actually the most challenging. Since civilian produced and used items followed no “regulation” armed forces style pattern, the variety is seemingly endless. For example, the number of toiletry kits listed in this section could lead a collector to say: “Sure! A soldier would have needed this to shave and keep clean in the field!” Very few of these items, in fact, have solid provenance linking them to a soldier. To successfully collect in the area of personal items, a familiarization with the material culture of the mid-20th century is quite helpful. Quality time and effort should be devoted to studying decorative arts to recognize period appropriate civilian ware. It is much easier to identify an M1923 rifleman's cartridge belt or an M1 carbine than to determine whether a can of body powder or a toothbrush dates to World War II.
Another popular area of collecting described in this section is groupings with provenance. These include personal effects, uniforms and medals, and other items, which are linked to a specific soldier and have remained together since World War II. Such groupings, which include the story of a soldier's service, are of particular interest.
COLLECTING HINTS
Pros:
 
	Genuine articles identified to a soldier are a very immediate link to the soldier's life.


 
	Items with a strong, proven provenance are good investments. The prices of these items keep going up.


 
	Collecting personal items allows World War II enthusiasts to inject a bit of their own personality into the hobby by collecting items that appeal directly to themselves.



Cons:
 
	Few items with solid provenance have survived. Personal items that are identified as having belonged to a soldier are uncommon. Those that do exist are often part of a larger grouping of items associated with the soldier, further driving the price beyond a beginner's reach.


 
	This area is inundated with items represented as “World War II” when, in fact, there is no provenance to support the claims.


 
	World War II experts are not usually experts in decorative arts. Therefore, a lot of items that look period appropriate are represented as typical of items from the World War II era.


 
	Provenance for items is often “created” by a dealer looking to increase the value of a relatively common World War II-era item. Many items that never had any association can suddenly become part of a group, or in the worst case, sprout markings that identify them to a soldier.


 
	Personal items do not follow any set of regulation designs or patterns, so it is difficult to clearly identify an item as having been made or used before or during the war.

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CHAPTER 8: DOCUMENTS, PHOTOS, LETTERS & OTHER PAPER ITEMS
 
Collecting documents and other paper items from the World War II era offers great satisfaction and indeed some challenges. Letters home provided a connection for the soldier, a moment to reflect on family, friends, and sweethearts. Letters received were often the most tangible reminders of those at home, life as it was before the war, and hopefully what the soldier would return to in civilian life. Thousands of V-mail letters were received and sent during the war, while censors edited and clipped information considered too sensitive for communication.
Soldiers also carried cameras, though these were very often forbidden, snapping photos of everyday life in the military, scenes from the front, and sights in cities and town around the world. They kept secret diaries, recording thoughts, emotions, and perspectives on their comrades in arms, their leaders, and their enemies.
Military personnel were often the recipients of citations, which accompanied various decorations or recorded proficiency in certain activities. They received orders, discharges from service, commendations, insurance policies, and other paper records of their time in uniform. Telegrams were a common form of communication, bearing the news of a loved one missing or killed in action. German families had paper cards, often bearing a photo, printed to memorialize a lost member. Such items bear historical significance and are at the same time quite personal and poignant.
The care of paper items, from letters to documents to posters, and everything in between, can cause some headaches. Most paper, particularly newsprint, is unstable due to a high acid content and tends to degrade over time. The elements take their toll on paper as well. Dampness can cause mold, while overexposure to ultraviolet light or sunlight can fade inks. Folds, tears, and creases are common, and even insects such as silverfish or book lice can cause damage. Handling documents transfers oil and dirt to paper, so it is always a good idea to wear gloves. Use some common sense in taking care of paper items. Do not glue, tape, paper clip, or staple. Eating and drinking in close proximity to documents is flirting with disaster. Fireproof boxes or cabinets are a good investment. Repairs are best left to a professional, and framing may be an option for some items — again, let the pros do it.
On the positive side, many documents may be obtained at relatively modest cost. They do provide a personal glimpse into the lives of soldiers and their families. Although they must be stored carefully, they take up relatively little space. Often, a document collector may begin at home, with letters or other remembrances long tucked away in an old trunk or pressed between the pages of a book.
COLLECTING HINTS
Pros:
 
	Documents are often inexpensive. Letters, citations, photos, and other items abound.


 
	Letters, telegrams, and other paper items may be intensely personal and provide a connection to the lives of soldiers and family members like no other collectible.


 
	Documents require relatively little storage space, and a variety of colorful items, such as advertisements, paper money, and citations are available.



Cons:
 
	Anything made of paper is fragile. Extra care must be taken in the handling and preservation of documents and other such items.


 
	Most paper items are of modest monetary value and probably should not be expected to appreciate a great deal. However, there are some notable exceptions such as rare posters or letters bearing signatures of famous individuals.


 
	Paper items are challenging to display. Proper framing may be expensive, and the use of glue, tape or other adhesives may mar photo albums.


 
	Some reproductions do exist, particularly with posters. Buy from a reputable dealer and exercise caution.
