During 1941 Germany invaded a number of new countries.
Yugoslavia and Greece were invaded and occupied on &
April, 1941, On 22 June, 1941 Hitler began Operation Bar-
barassa, which saw 3 millon German 100ps Invade Russla
However, by December of that year, the Russian winter and
their army had halted the attack. Hitler then also declared
war on the United States as Japan had attacked Pearl Har-
bour in America on 7 December, after which the United
States declared war on Japan

The "Wannses Canference” was an impartant high-ievel
meeting of Nazi affidals that took place in Berlin on 20 Janu-
ary, 1942, where they discussed the “Final Solution” to the.
Jewish Guestion. The Final Solution consisted of detailed
plans for the genacide of the 11 million European Jews, us-
ing wide scal€ murder In concentration camps, Evntually,
six million Jews were (o devastatingly fallvictim (o the plans
discussed at the Wannsee Conference.
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On 1 September, 1939 Hitler invaded Paland using Bit7
Hrieg or ightning war tactics. Hitler wanted to quickly over-
run s enemy and so used quick and heavlly armed atlacks
across most of Europe. Germany continued conguering far
more than twa years.

i July 1940, Hitler gave orders for the groundwork of a
seabarne invasion of Britain, called Operation Sealion. To
make this simpler, Hitler first sent the Luftwaffa (German air
force) 1o put an end ta the RAF, This was known as the Battle
of Britain’ and on 10 July, 1940 the Luftwaffe made their first
bomber attack on British ships. In Octaber 1940, Hitler gave
orders to stap the aftacks on Britain and the bombing raids
by the Luftwaffe that had been going on in Britain, known as
the Blit7, were stopped
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O 18 February, 1943, Joseph Goebbels delivered his fa
mous "Total War speech at an enormous rally at the Berlin
Sportpalast with an audience of carefully chasen Nazi party
supparters. He wanled to ensure thal support al home
continued for the war as Germany's military situation wors-
ened, He made the first admissian by the Nazi government
that they had unsuccessfully evaluated its enemy's abilcy.
Goebbels also sald, “We see Jewry a5 a direct threat to every
nation. .. jewry is a contagious infection.” Goebbels finished
the speach by asking for SUPpAIT for the most radical strate-
gies to win the war through the dea af total war. This meant
Lising everything that Germany hac left in an effart to win
the war.

after the Russian leader, Joseph Stalin. Marshal Zhukov used
ix arriies of one million mer o surfound the city. Having
used their resources to circumuent the city, the Russians
trapped the Germans in Stallngrad. So, unable to break out
of the area, the Germans also hiad to face the wirter. Tem-
peratures could easily drop 1o helow zero, with faod, weap-
ons and heat becaming scarce. By the end of January 1943,
the German army had no other option bt ta surrender.

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After the war had ended in hay 1945, allisd world leaders
agreed tha the leaders of Nazi Germany should be hield
i€gally responsible for war crimes. They would be charged in
Court on four counts: crivies against peace, responsisity for
crimes during war, crimes against humanity and conspiracy
to commit other crimes against the world
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2 May, 1945
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Before the First World War, the
Rhineland had been a key area
of Germany, praducing coal and
steel resources and also crea
ing & natural barrier to s rival,
France. The river Rhine would
be a difficult hurdle for any
invading force Lo cross, so was
important to Hitler. However,
the Treaty of Versallies stated
that Germany could not keep
imiliary forces within & S0km
stretch of the Rhincland, In 1936
Hitler marched 22,000 soldiers
into the Rhineland, going against
the Treaty of Versailles, though
10 olher country reacted to this
move

For two weeks in August 1336, Adolf Hitler hid Germany's
ew armies and aggression while hasting the Summer
Qlympics in Berlin. The Nazi party tried to use the games to
shaw the world a peaceful and tolerant Germany. Germanys
athletic superstar was Lutz Lang - a long jumper who fitted
the ideal Nazi image of a racially superior blond haired and
blue eyed Aryan. Jesse Owens of America beat Lul Lang in
the long jump. He was an African American and thus consid-
ered to be inferior by Hitler, Who refised to place any of the
4 gold medals that Jessie won around his neck.
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in September 1938, Nevile Charberlain, the British prime
minister, met Adolf Hitler at his home. Hitler said e would
invade Czechoslovakla unless Britain supported Germany's
plans to take over the border region called the Sudeterland
between Bohemia and Germany. In return, Hiller promised
that he would ot invade any more of Europe, Hitler and the
Ieaders of Britain, France and Italy had a meeting and signed
the Munich Agreement, transferring the Sudeteriand o'
Germany in return for Hiter's promise. However, in March
1939, Hiller seized the rest of Crechosiavakia. In daing so
Adolf Hitler had broken the Munich Agreemen.

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In 1935 Hitler Introduced milltary conscription, which meant
that German men had to be traifed in orderta be part

of the army. This supported the German Army In trzining
300,000 conscripts each year, By 1938 the German army
woulld have 36 infantry divisians of 600,000 men.

Hitler and the Nazis thought that Jewish people were ra
cially inferior to the Aryan race of Germany. The Nuremberg
laws, which banned relatianships and even marriage be:
tween Jews and Aryans, were introduced in 1935. Jews were
now officially not permitted to be German citizeris, which

meant they [ost al their rights and even had to change their
names.
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On 2 August, 1934, President Hindenburg died. Hitler was
then able to cambine the job of President and Chancellar
and from then on he called himself Fuhrer. This officially
made Hitler the absalute ruler of Germany.

The Trealy of Versailles had prahiblied Germany lrorm hav-
ing an air force after the First World War. Homever, Hitler
had German pilots wained in secret. In February 1935,
Hitler ordered Hermann Goering to officialy establish the
Luftwae, the German ai force, going against the Treaty of
Versailes
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Article 48 meant hat in an emergency the President could
issue decrees without agresment rom the Reichstag. It did
not define what an emergency could be, which s whiat
allowed Hiler 1o legally tske pawer.

Prasident

Germany had an elected president and an elected Reichstag
(pariiament). The Reichstag created all of the laws and se-
Iceted the government, which had to do what the Reichsiag
required, Gn 14 Septerber, 1930, Hitler received over 18%
of the total votes in Germany's general election. It was a
spectacular victary for Hitler and his party as overnight the
N Parly wenl irom being the very smellest (o being the
second largest party in Germany.
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The Great depression hit America In 1929, meaning that
Germany could no langer pay Its reparatians. Money he-
came worthless and there was hyperinflation. German peo-
ple carted tons of worthless banknotes in wheelbarrows and
Used them Lo keep fireplaces burning!

Elections in Germany were under Proportional Representa-
tion, Each party got an amount of seats proportional to the
number of votes they received. The result was that no party

was strong enough to get laws passed.
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30 Janury, 1933

Support continued Lo increase for the Nazi Party and by
1933 Hitler had gained 37.4% of the vote In the Reichstag
elections to become the largest party. On 30 January, 1933
Hitler ws finally appointed as the Chancellor of Germany by
President Hinderburg,

The ide of Lebensraum, which transiates as “lving space,”
was infroduced, whereby Nasis planned to move inio other
countries and take them over, They wanted to provide a
larger Ing space for their growing German race. Peaple
Who lived in the new Nazi occupied areas, especialy lewish
peaple, had their belangings, jobs, money and homes Laken
from them, These people were then “resettled” to lve in
hewly creted concentration camps.
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Heinrich Luitpold Himimier, borm on 7 October, 1900, was Reichs-
dbrer of the S5 curing W2, Himmier was very imporlant for Ne:
